Literacy

- Remember to support your child’s practise of all sounds daily. 
- We have been practising using our sounds to write three and four letter words independently. This exercise increases children’s confidence and knowledge to blend sounds together in writing activities.

-We have been learning that when the letter ‘c’ is followed by ‘e’,’i’, ‘y’, it makes a /s/ sound, as in face, fence, ice, pencil.
-Focus particularly on revising the following blends and digraphs. Some children continue to be a little unsure of these which is affecting their reading and writing activities.

Mental Maths to practise;

- Practise counting in *ones to 100, (begin at random numbers)

*10s to 100 (forwards and backwards)

*twos to 60,

*fives to 90

- We are trying to remember the ‘Story of 9’ - the number pairs that add together to make 9.
